I enjoyed how this class was asynchronous so that I could complete everything on my own time while still being able to have
meaningful discussions on Collab.

The online discussion boards were the main feature in this class, and I felt like I learned a lot from the discussions I engaged in with
my classmates. The recorded lectures helped me understand the basic concepts and set up the week ahead.

The course was helpful to think about what is important to me as I advocate for patients as a nurse.

We had some videos reviewing content and giving an overview of the plan for the week.

Dr. Acquaviva does a great job of presenting assignments that engage the student while allowing them to consider others' viewpoints.

The discussion boards facilitated intellectual conversations with my peers with thorough detail on topics we were discussing. This
provided a way to discuss topics at a more in depth nature than just a in person discussion.

This course was asynchronous with a focus on individual reading and learning that is then applied to group online discussion boards. I
found that the discussion boards were very engaging and aided in my learning.

Comments
From the getgo, Kim made it clear that we all were welcomed and that we all belonged in the class. In her syllabus, there is a ton of
inclusive statements, which were reflected throughout the course. Given that some of the topics we discussed were inherently political,
Kim made it clear that all perspectives are welcomed and nobody would be shamed for their beliefs.

Dr. Acquaviva verbally encouraged diverse perspectives and allowed us to provide our opinions in online discussions. This course
revolved around creating a respectful environment and conversations for different and diverse perspectives.

This was a super welcoming and respectful environment!

We had an assignment where we had to examine differing viewpoints and I always felt comfortable sharing my opinion even if I knew it
differed from others.

Professor Acquavivia was able to set the tone of our class by speaking openly about civility in discourse and providing materials and
opportunities for discussion about that very topic. She was open, honest and welcoming.

She made it very clear from the beginning that any form of hate would not be tolerated and that every single person belongs in this
class.

By opening discussion boards and allowing conversation about some controversial topics, Dr. Acquaviva fostered an environment
where everyone felt heard and accepted. In addition, before we began discussions– Dr. Acquaviva shared with many of us that our
insecurity of being uneducated in some departments did NOT make us ignorant. This made everyone feel comfortable admitting when
they didn't know, and encouraged other students to jump in and help.

In the first lecture encounter with the class Prof Acquaviva made it clear that this environment was accepting and inclusive, and that
people are not one thing because of what they believe.

Taught us how to have civil discourse.

Kimberly Acquaviva created a welcoming environment by stating from the beginning of the course that all perspectives and
experiences are welcomed. Also, she made sure to teach us how to have respectful conversations with people who may have different
opinions/beliefs than your own.

She explicitly stated that she welcomed and wanted to hear all of our perspectives and different opinions.

This class was all about listening and talking about our opinions, beliefs, and values on certain situations, so this was already a
welcoming environment of having diverse perspectives.

At the beginning of the course, she asked each of us to update our name to our preferred name and asked us to share our pronouns in
our course introduction so that classmates could respect this and she also did the same. She made sure to reinforce that each of us
belonged in the class, and provided feedback that made students feel welcome and and valued. Discussions were also moderated in a
way that it was productive and respectful of each students' views.

Dr. Acquaviva created a space of inclusion by welcoming diverse perspectives and addressing difficult topics in a manner of respect
and grace.

Encouraged respect in all conversations and set a baseline of a welcome environment for all perspectives.

We had many assignments when we had to listen and respect everyone's points of view.

Professor Acquaviva's feedback was so encouraging. She is definitely one of the nicest, most welcoming, and most attentive
professors that I've ever had.

Her intro video was very welcoming and affirmed her dedication to creating an open, diverse classroom.

Professor Acquaviva helped us learn how to listen effectively and respond to others' opinions with which we disagreed. We were
pushed to learn from others with different perspectives and reflect on the experience.

Kim emphasized that everyone's opinions were welcomed and valued no matter what.

She taught us how to respond to people's opinions and really listen to what others are saying which I think are very important lessons
to know.

Professor Acquaviva made it extremely clear throughout the entire semester that it is ok for people to have differing viewpoints. In fact,
she encouraged everyone to be honest about how they felt about topics. This created a really inclusive learning environment that
allowed for everyone to feel comfortable participating.

discussing without silencing framework

Professor Acquaviva from the start of the semester opening addressed that as a group we will not always agree and that we must
respect that. Her straightforwardness in addressing this set the standard for the entire course. Her utilization of exploring the term
civility and civil discourse also contributed to a community of respect.

The discussion questions we were assigned to work on were very beneficial in expanding my perspective and forcing me to think
differently which was very beneficial.

The instructor respect individual point of view. Create a welcoming environment for students. Challenge students to think
independently. She is an amazing instructor.

Professor Acquaviva created the most welcoming environment that I have experienced at UVA. She started the course off by us
introducing ourselves and stating our preferred pronouns. She made it very clear that she respected everyone's perspectives and
encouraged everyone to share them in our discussions.

Always she posted diverse resources that showed a wide array of opinions

She had us read and have a discussion on the importance of civil discourse which I think did a great job of setting a precedent for
respected differences and diverse perspectives in this environment.

She created an environment through online discussion posts where I felt comfortable voicing my opinion whether I thought she or other
classmates would agree with me or not. She listened to what we had to say and gave us fair grades regardless of if she agreed or
disagreed with our opinions on posts or assignments.

As a person of color, I have always felt welcomed in Professor Acquavivas class. I never felt uneasy or anxious about anything.

In the beginning of the semester we talked about discussing without silencing which essentially outlined the importance of talking to
people from different backgrounds with different perspectives with kindness and patience. This idea stuck throughout the entire
semester and everybody was polite when sharing their views and never made a student feel inadequate.

Professor Acquaviva created a safe environment for all students. She welcomed diversity and went out of her way for her students.

She offered a safe place where discussion could occur and everyone could feel free speak. It created a safe environment to be
vulnerable with ideas.

In our discussion groups, she would comment and help validate our opinions/feelings. Or helped us understand each other.

One of our weekly topics and discussions centered around civil discourse. We also had an opportunity to complete an activity in which
we had a conversation with someone of a different political affiliation. This activity encouraged us to do more listening than talking in
order to hear and understand a differing opinion. The discussion around civil discourse was early on in the course, which allowed us to
freely express our opinions in future discussions because students knew we were in a safe, non–judgemental learning environment.

Right from the beginning; Kim led a discussion about civil discourse which allowed us to respect our own differences and welcome
diverse perspectives.

She facilitated civil discussion among all classmates, even if some opinions were more controversial than others.

The way she gave her lectures made it clear that all were welcome, and she addressed specific fears that some students may have
and alleviated those.

Our entire first week of class was focused on how to have civil discourse, and she emphasized the importance of listening to the views
of others, and not shutting people out because of differing views. It was evident that she believed this to be true, and that was the
foundation of the class and environment that she built.

Dr. Acquaviva created the most welcoming learning environment I have experienced. From starting the course with everyone
introducing with pronouns, to educating us on civil discourse, I felt wholly comfortable to share my views and engage in her course.

She was very respectful and welcoming of everyone's backgrounds and opinions!

Professor Acquaviva provided a space where all students with different backgrounds were heard, seen, and appreciated. I have never
felt more comfortable expressing how I actually feel in a class.

Professor Acquaviva created an extremely inclusive atmosphere in this class. Through the recorded lectures and the online discussion
forums, it was clear that everyone was welcome. It was a very comfortable environment where were encouraged to share out true
opinions without fear of judgement!

All the discussion posts were supported by the professor and encouraged to talk and engage in diverse perspectives

We spent a whole unit talking about how to have a disucssion with respect– so it was helpful throughout the course

Kimberly appreciated the opinions of all students and was very accessible to everybody.

Professor Acquaviva was one of the most respectful and professional professors I've ever gotten to meet at UVA. Her class focused on
creating an environment that respected differences and welcomed everyone's opinions and perspectives.

Encouraged all view points in class discussions.

From the beginning she welcomed different opinions into the discussion boards. She never opposed someone’s idea or took down a
post because it had a different perspective then others.

Dr. Acquaviva made clear from the beginning that different perspectives were welcomed and encouraged in the class. I think she put
good emphasis on the fact that if we don't engage with those different than us, then we won't learn and grow as individuals to the
fullest extent we good. The world is brightened with diverse perspectives, and Dr. Acquaviva really highlighted this, which I appreciated
because not many other instructors do.

Professor Acquaviva gave us the tools to be better listeners to everyone despite differing views.

Very personable and respectful professor

We were all welcomed (and required) to participate in the online discussion boards. People would often share dissenting opinions, and
Professor Acquaviva always thanked the person for sharing their views and encouraged us to dialogue with one another.

The online weekly discussion boards allowed me to interact with and hear from all of the students in my group, no matter the
background or opinion.

She is simply the best!

Kim is a master at creating an inclusive and learning centered classroom environment.

Kim is wonderful and made everyone feel welcome. This class involved a lot about feelings regarding politics, and she made it very
inclusive.

She made it very clear from the beginning that this is a safe space and welcoming of everyone. She wanted to foster a respectful
environment for everyone to share their opinions.

We openly talked about some strong topics and she expressed to us that we are all to communicate respectfully and even taught us
skills on how to have civil discourse.

From the start of the semester, our first activity in class was called Discussing without Silencing. We were able to find ways to share
our differences in our beliefs without being able to silence other's points of views. There was also a Listening activity where we
interviewed someone about their political beliefs. The caveat was, we were not allowed to teach/educate or respond. Simply just listen.
This helped me to be open minded and allow the other person to share without feeling forced or alienated.

The discussion board was an environment that everyone used and was able to respect differing opinions. I think this was due to the
topic of our first discussion board as well as the cup of civility activity.

She made it clear from the beginning that she wanted all to share opening and expected all to be respectful. She gave specific feed
back on assignments and graded quickly. Her instructions were clear and the material was presented effectively.

Prefaced this class with civil discourse and what it meant.

It was very clear in the introduction to the class that these discussions were in no was to be judgmental or harsh to anyone. The topics
were from a position that could have easily gotten heated with differing views but the initial understanding given to us from the
professor made it very peaceful and engaging

I believe that teaching us about civil discourse truly allowed the students to be respectful of others opinions which I often do not see in
other courses.

Professor Acquaviva acknowledged that in a health policy class and political discussions, this was a potential issue but she really
encouraged us to respect one another and emphasized that she valued each of us and our perspectives.

She always gave prompt feedback and made sure everyones opinions were respected in the discussion boards.

Dr. Acquaviva was nonjudgmental and respected every one of her student's political viewpoints.

Kim reiterated several times how valuable diverse perspectives are, and the importance of civil discourse in our discussions. Kim was
very respectful of differing perspectives, pronouns, etc. She really invested the time into making her students feel comfortable enough
to present themselves as they are and to share their opinions and beliefs.

Professor Kim was always willing to answer any questions for the class and always provided helpful feedback on assignments and
discussion posts. She acknowledges that people learn differently and was willing to help anyone. She truly wants the best for all of her
students.

Kim made this class as fun and engaging as it could have been during these unprecedented times. She is a professor that cares about
her students.

Dr. Acquaviva embraced all of our opinions, and I think that we all felt comfortable with discussion our viewpoints.

Her welcome of diversity and inclusion is clear from day 1 of the course. She amplifies all voices and encourages us to be vocal about
our passions.

Professor Acquaviva introduces and shows us ways to respectfully express our opinions and thoughts. She also encourages me to
express my perspectives and experiences. Coming from a different country to the US, It means so much to me to be able to express
myself freely and had the encouragement from our teacher to do so has tremendously meaningful.

Consistently stated to be civil to people with differing views while at the same time not supporting hateful ideologies.

The professor never provided any reason for me to think otherwise.

She made the class pretty fun and decreased the workload upon the students. She was clear with her emails and instructions.

Cup of Civility exercise encouraged students to speak with someone, who potentially had different political views, and to listen to them
and try to understand where they were coming from without judgement and without debating them or trying to educate or change their
minds.

She encouraged this in our discussion posts; however, the best example I can provide is her "cup of civility" exercise. She had us meet
with someone who had opposing political viewpoints from us in order to understand diverse perspectives.

We completed assignments that highlighted disparities in patient outcomes based on race. She was very welcoming to suggestions
and responsive.

You could tell she actually read her students posts and she would comment her responses. It was very encouraging

She was really open to different opinions! She was a kind and inspiring professor.

Professor Acquaviva encouraged students to listen to other students' political beliefs without judgment.

She ensured that no one would feel shamed or invalid based on unpopular opinions at the beginning of the course

Dr. Acquaviva is an incredibly inclusive professor. She starts off the semester by acknowledging our diverse perspectives and
backgrounds, and continues to create a positive environment throughout the semester.

The whole class was about our discussion board, where we were free to share our thoughts and feelings and interact with our other
classmates – making it a very good environment for diverse perspectives and civil discourse.

She encouraged students to challenge each other's opinions in a respectful manner to foster discussion

She created a large focus from the beginning about respectful civil discourse and encouraged us to share our own viewpoints.

Posed questions for discussion boards that made us think about many different topics. Created a very inclusive environment.

This Professor did a great job opening up the course by talking about what it looked like to have an engaging discussion on different
challenging or controversial topics while also maintaining respect for each other and utilizing listening. She expressed that we were not
graded on our opinions and wanted us to freely express them with respect to each other to be able to foster discussion and learn from
one another. She did a great job of creating discussion boards, occasionally commenting encouraging questions or notes to us during
the week and also she gave feedback in our personal gradebook which I found helpful at the end of a week's discussion.

She started the class off with us learning about discussing without silencing and always seemed to welcome diverse views in the
discussion boards

an asynchronous class was definitely challenging.

At the beginning of the course, the structure of the discussions was a bit confusing especially without a zoom lecture so we could all be
on the same page. In the future maybe a first initial meeting would help introduce the format of the class better.

Hi! I kind of have a lot of opinions about this course. First, with it being asynchronous I felt like it was very hard to fully understand
expectations or what is happening in the course. For example, the first week the professor took off for not making 3 discussion in a
week, however, she never clearly stated that we needed to post 3 times. In addition, people got zeros if they did not turn in their
discussion posts by 7 pm but it was never stated so it was natural for a lot of students to assume it was due at midnight. I understand
for taking off points and being strict on deadlines, but I just wanted the expectation to be more clearly stated. Second, I felt like it was
super confusing and unfair that the modules were not posted every week on Monday. I felt like we were supposed to jump into the
discussion board without any sort of direction or lecture and I found that really challenging. I wish the professor posted a recorded
lecture every Monday to start the week so it was on a consistent basis. In addition, I almost wanted more lecture time to learn more
about health policy. Lastly, having a group project involving 20 people was INSANE! Coordinating that many people in a asynchronous
class was the biggest headache. Honestly, I would rather just do the project on my own or have a smaller group of people. I
understand wanting us to learn how to work in teams but it was just a mess, and a lot of the students are in nursing where we were
enrolled in a class called "team based care" the same semester. As a whole our class was so over group projects!

Overall, though I think a great course and great professor I just think it needs to be restructured a bit. One thing I did really like about
this course was the discussion post. I felt like they pushed me as a student and I was able to learn a lot from my peers. In addition, the
class was not an overwhelming about of work and the class was graded fairly. I think the professor is very knowledgeable which is why
I also wish we had more lecture so I could learn more from her!

I don't have any constructive suggestions. I think the course was taught spectacularly!

There was some confusion about how the discussions worked at the beginning that could be clarified in future classes but that may
have been the students fault.

I think instead of doing the tiktok project, we could have done small–group (like 4–5 students) projects that went more into how a bill
becomes a law/could have made a handout or other form of media rather than just a video since it was hard to do when we're
supposed to be socially–distanced/in an online class. I also think that instructions could have been clearer in the beginning about your
expectations for discussion posts and when your due dates actually are. A lot of us weren't prepared for a 7pm deadline on a Sunday
when the discussion didn't state when it would close.

Only thing I would say is to send out that first email you sent us that clearly listed the expectations for the discussion board a little
earlier. There was some confusion as to what was expected the first week.

The course was lovely!! I would just recommend a reminder message and more in depth explanation of the expectations of the course
during the first week. That way students do not miss any assignments. I, personally, was lost the first week of class and ended up
missing the discussion board because I was uncertain what the expectations were.

I think that the organization of the discussion forum could've been streamlined a bit more. While all students of the class had the
opportunity to share their insightful thoughts/questions/critiques, it was very overwhelming to post in one discussion folder that had 20+
side conversations. To me, this impeded the flow and productivity of the content and made the posts seem at times disconnected due
to the mere content of each one. In other classes, I have had a more fulfilling experience in contributing to class discussions
asynchronously and online when each person has to create a conversation folder in order to see anyone else's comments. This way,
each person starts the conversation and the other students were encouraged to post their own and reply to 2–3 others' posts. I'm not
sure if this would apply well to this course, as we definitely had wonderful and productive conversations, but it was something that I
was thinking throughout the class when wondering how this could be improved for next year.

I love the class overall and we could have so much meaningful time together sharing our ideas. I would say maybe the instruction can
be a little clearer on the first week and first assignment on the expectations for the discussion board that it needs to be at least 3 times
and spread out throughout the week

I think some form of online meeting would have helped me feel more connected to the class.

While I like that it was not a
course that stressed me out, I think the final project or some of the assignments could have fostered more engagement to test our
knowledge of the content. Maybe in the future, you could add a final project that relates to the content from all of the weeks, like a
presentation or paper where we can show what we have learned over the five weeks. Overall though, it was such a relief to not feel
extremely stressed about any of the assignments and still feel like I was able to interact with my peers even though it was
asynchronous.
